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	    ESTACADA, Ore. -- A funeral was held Tuesday for Michael (Pat) Patoray at Estacada Funeral Chapel here. The former Lewiston resident and owner of Casey's, a Lewiston dance hall, died of causes related to age March 17 in Portland. He was 79.

He was born Oct. 6, 1920, to Steve and Anna Patoray in Youngstown, Ohio. He was educated in Ohio and came to Idaho as a young man to work with the Civilian Conservation Corps.

He married Donna Banks of Banks, Idaho, in 1939. They divorced in 1951.

In 1942, he joined the U.S. Army Air Forces. During World War II, he served as copilot of the B-24 Liberator Bomber "Shoo-Shoo Baby." He attained the rank of first lieutenant and was discharged in 1945.

He married Marion J. Wilson in 1952 in New Meadows. They lived in New Meadows and he worked as superintendent at the Tamarack Sawmill. They started Casey's Corral, a dance hall in New Meadows in 1957. They ran the dance hall until 1961, when they moved to Lewiston. He was the sales manager at Clearwater Lumber in Spalding until 1972 and at Ida-Pine Lumber in Grangeville from 1972-73.

The couple divorced in 1972.

In 1962, they established Casey's, a Lewiston dance hall that catered to teen-agers. They held weekly dances there until 1973. Patoray brought in many future rock 'n'-roll greats, including Paul Revere and the Raiders, The Dick Clark Review, Sparrow, which later became Steppenwolf, and Roy Orbison.

He married Sharon Adams June 10, 1972, in Welches, Ore. They moved to Gresham, Ore., in 1973 and he worked as a lumber wholesaler until his retirement.

His hobbies in his later years included gardening, traveling and cooking.

Survivors include his wife of Boring, Ore.; five sons, Michael Patoray of Spokane; Mark Patoray of Meridian, Casey Patoray of Grangeville; Patrick Patoray of Portland and Nick Patoray of Boring; a daughter, April Sue Smith of Lewiston; a sister, Helen Stabile of Niles, Ohio; and five grandchildren.
